Transferring Data to Media Equipped Lecture Theatre s

Structure of the Data Shares:

The data share on the Media Equipped Lecture Theatres (MELTS) has folders representing
each semester. For example "Semester One 2007" and "Semester Two 2007". The folder
for the next semester will be created at least two weeks before the semester starts. At least
two weeks into the new semester the folder for the previous semester and all its contents may
be deleted if extra space is required.

Windows 95/98, Macintosh and Linux users:

Users of these operating systems may not be able to connect to the MELT’s data shares. An
alternative for users of these systems is to use fileshare.

This web site will allow you to upload your lecture notes to a central file store. You will then
have to download the file(s) when you get to the lecture theatre.

Use of USB Memory Sticks as an Alternative:

All PCs in MELTs now have accessible USB ports. This means that USB memory sticks can
be used as an alternative to relying on the PC's data share or the central fileshare service for
making your files available in the MELTS.

File Transfer to MELTs Steps for Windows NT, 2000 a nd XP Users:

1. Open the folder where you have stored the file(s) to be transferred. Select the file(s)
and press Citrl-C (or right mouse click, copy)
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2. Click on “start” and then “run”

Windows XP Windows 2000/NT
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Type in two backslashes “\\” followed by the name of lecture theatre you want to put the
data on, then press the “OK” button.



Alternative Step 2.

If your computer is a member of the QUT Active Directory (QUTAD) then you should
have a drive mapping in Windows Explorer for U: Drive. If you open up the folders for
TILS and then MELTS you will find a listing of MELTs in Campus folders. Double click
on the MELT name you require and the data share for that MELT will open. Now go to

Step 4.



3. Note: If your PC is already logged in to the QUT Active Directory (QUTAD) then you
will not be asked for a username and password. If this is the case please go to step 4.

You will then be prompted for a username and password. In the Username field type
in qutad\ and then your QUTAccess Username in the username field. Put your
QUTACccess password into the password field then click on “OK”.

4. Double click on the data directory, select the correct semester folder and application
folder for your file(s).

5. Paste the files in by pressing Ctrl-V (or right mouse click, paste)

Note: If you try to save a file to a MELT data share directly from most applications it
will not work. This is because the permission on the data shares prevents modification
or tampering with your files, after they have been downloaded. It also prevents the
MELT data share, which is not backed up, from being the sole location of your valuable
files. Please save files locally and use the above steps to copy them to the MELT.
